Request for Proposal

Belvidere Township Park District

 Mowing and String Trimming Services for the 2023 Season
Belvidere Township Park District will accept sealed proposals marked "Mowing and String Trimming Service 2023." Proposals will be accepted until 10:00 pm local-time, November 4th, 2022. Bid packets will be publicly opened and read aloud at 10:01 am, November 4th, 2022. Proposals will be accepted between 9:00 am - 5:00 pm, Monday through Friday at Belvidere Park District Administration Office, 1006 W. Lincoln Ave, Belvidere, IL 61008. 

The District seeks to procure high-quality mowing and string trimming services for the 2023 seasons at eight park site locations. The District reserves the right to reject any or all responses that may serve the District's best interests, waive technical or legal deficiencies, and accept any proposal that best serves the District's interests. 

The successful bidder will be selected based on the District's evaluation of each bidder, reference checks, and the final approval by the Park District Board of Commissioners.  

Bids for services shall contain the following documentation and submission of any required supporting attachments. Incomplete bids may be rejected.

Provide mowing and string trimming of all turf within property boundaries at the eight different park sites or as otherwise designated as mowed areas. Pricing shall be divided into cost per site and double-cut pricing for soccer and baseball fields according to location and acreage provided. Contractors are strongly encouraged to familiarize themselves with the sites to provide the most accurate and competitive pricing. Aerial maps are available upon request.  

Upon being rewarded the mowing contract, contractor shall provide a W-9 form to the District.  
The mowing and trimming services shall be provided for the 2023 season, approximately mid-April through late November. Services are not to begin earlier than 7 am and no later than dusk, on any given day. Times of high park use should be avoided as much as possible (e.g., late afternoon, evening, and weekends). Maintaining a safe distance from park users must be maintained at all times. The frequency of mowing shall be weekly unless otherwise noted. During times of drought, flooding, slowed turf growth, or quality expectations not being met; the District reserves the right to suspend mowing without penalty as it deems appropriate.  

Contractor & sub-contractors shall maintain and show proof of insurance as follows:

· General Liability- $1,000,000.00

· Employer's Liability and Worker's Compensation- $1,000,000.00

· Automotive Liability- $1,000,000.00 
· Policy shall  list the Belvidere Township Park District as additionally insured 
If the contractor is to sub out any services, the District must be notified as soon as possible, and certificates of insurance for the sub-contractor must meet the requirements already set forth

Specifications for Contract Park Mowing & Maintenance
LITTER, DEBRIS, AND CLEANUP
The owner will provide trash receptacles where needed. The contractor will be responsible for hauling all trash, tree limbs less than 8 foot in length, and debris from the parks included in the contract to an agreed upon park location for disposal. The contractor will also be responsible for picking up and/or sweeping and removing any broken glass, grass clippings, or other litter or debris from hard surfaces and recreational areas on the park sites, such as sidewalks, basketball or tennis courts, or shelter slabs and playgrounds. 

MOWING
Trash and Debris - Entire site will be picked up and trash and debris disposed of before mowing begins. 

Height of Cut - The turf shall be cut to a height of 3", In other words, mower setting should depend upon terrain being mowed to insure a final grass height of 3".  
Frequency of Mowing - There are 8 sites that will be mowed once per calendar week and 2 sites that will be mowed bi-weekly. Mowing schedules to be supplied to the Belvidere Park District 
During times of fast growth athletic fields may need to be double cut

Final Appearance - Picking up or bagging of cut grass and raking of leaves are not normally required. Mowing patterns shall be such that the clippings are evenly distributed, not wind rowed into noticeable deposits. At the owner's discretion, unevenly disturbed grass clippings may have to be picked up. Grass clippings will not be allowed to accumulate on hard surface areas, sidewalks or roadways. Mowing patterns will be established and equipment operated so that the height of cut is uniform and no scalping occurs. Trees, shrubs and other plants should not be "barked" by running into them with the mowing equipment. First pass cuts along property boundaries and around play pits should be made to prevent blowing of clippings onto adjacent property or into play areas or onto hardscapes. 

Equipment Condition - Mowing equipment shall be kept in good, safe operating condition with sharp blades so that the grass is cut properly, with no evidence of the "tearing" of the grass blades, and in such condition that oil and gasoline are not leaked. 

Fueling and Oiling - Spilled gasoline and oil kills grass. Mowers will not be fueled or oiled in grass areas; they shall be moved to parking lot areas only for this function. 

General Reporting of Damages - Any vandalism or storm damage or unsafe conditions to the park areas or to any of the trees, bushes, play equipment, park equipment, or objects located in the park area will be reported to the Park District as soon as possible by the contractor by calling 815-547-5711
